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INTRODUCTION
One page summaries are required for each contributed paper. There will be no discrimination between oral and poster presentations in the form of summaries published in the symposium handbook.

These instructions are presented in the format required. This method of presentation has been designed to make the compilation of papers easier and provide a symposium handbook at a reasonable cost. If you have any queries with this process please contact Sally Brown (sally.brown@uq.net.au).
Format your paper to fit on A4 paper with top and bottom margins 2 cm and side margins 2.5 cm. The font is Times New Roman 9 point in single spaced lines. The font size for the title is 12 point. Character spacing is normal with two columns justified left and right. Please adhere to these parameters to provide uniformity in the proceedings as a whole. 
Summaries must not exceed one page. Do not try to force in an extra paragraph - think of a better way of using the available space.

MATERIALS AND METHODS

Authors Please underline the author who will be presenting the paper or attending to the poster - see example above.

Headings Headings used in this example are suggestions but please do not deviate too far from this pattern. For example with first order headings, METHODS can be added to RESULTS, or RESULTS combined with DISCUSSION. Sub-headings are in bold and text flows on the same line. Do not use headings longer than one line or further subdivision of headings.

Scientific and chemical names For the method of presenting scientific names, names of chemicals and proprietary products and numbers, refer to "Instructions to authors" in the Australian Journal of Experimental Agriculture.

RESULTS
Tables and figures Tables and figures must be numbered consecutively in Arabic numerals and should fall within the typescript margins.

Tables or figures may be embedded into the text at column width, 1.3 times column width or full width if desired. Do not use fine grey shadings in figures as they do not reproduce well. Use distinctive rulings.

Keep references to a minimum by using only key references.
